Southeast Alaska Building Industry Association Scholarship Program

Eligibility Requirements 
Must meet one or more requirements below:

2. The applicant is enrolled full-time in an academic institution for the next school year beginning September 2011.  

3. Anyone who plans to pursue a career in a building-related field
Basis of Selection

The following criteria will be used to select the scholarship recipients (listed in priority):

· Essay (see instructions below)

· Autobiography (see instructions below)

· School grades and rank in class

· Recommendations (see instructions below)

· Presentation of application

Application Procedure

A bound portfolio (not a fax or email copy) must be received in the SEABIA office on or before March 17, 2011 and must include all the following items – in the order they are listed below:

· Cover Sheet (as attached)

· Official transcript or, if a transcript is not available, include grade information of at least seven semesters and your rank in your class. (Must be signed by a school official)

· A letter of recommendation from a teacher

· A letter of recommendation from a person in your community (not a relative)

· Autobiography, 500-word limit.  Use this essay to describe yourself, your plans, your goals and, your dreams.

· Essay, 500-word limit.  Use this essay to demonstrate your knowledge of the building industry to the committee.  The following questions should be answered in your essay:

· What does the building industry mean to you? How has the building industry influenced your life? 

· What effect, if any, have local, state, and national issues, politics, and economics had on the building industry?

· What involvement do you see with the building industry in your future?

Selection

The scholarship committee will award a minimum of one scholarship per year.  More than one scholarship may be awarded by the committee depending on the number of applicants and the available funds.  All awards will be based on the strength of the applicant and his/her application.

Notification

The winner will be notified by mail, email or telephone.  All scholarships are in the form of a “Letter Award” issued by Southeast Alaska Building Industry Association.  Funds will be released upon completion of scholarship guidelines.  

Restrictions
The award may be used for:

· Room and board (while in regular attendance & in good standing at school)

· Textbooks and school supplies

The award must be used during a full continuous academic year, beginning any time during the school year immediately following the award.  If a student drops out of school or is unable to continue (except for health reasons), no further payment for any purpose shall be made.
